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Abstract

This paper aims to restructure the taxonomy of unintended consequences from the viewpoint of
the networked structure theory of causal relationship (Negoro, 2008). The discussion concerning
unintended consequences comes from the problem that any action causes not only intended
consequence but also more or less unintended one. This paper classifies six patters of unintended
consequences according to how far and deeply actor insights the cause-effect chain. This taxonomy
helps a comprehensive classification of unintended consequences and suggests that broader and/or
deeper insight accommodate the inescapable unintended consequences to some degree.
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
