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“Hybrid learning community” and change of beliefs about language learning and teaching
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This paper reports on a Japanese language class called “Critical Reading (CR),” in which
Japanese language learners read texts in collaboration and discussion with each other. The authors of
the study conducted analysis under the hypothesis that a CR class is a “hybrid learning community”
in which various members learn collaboratively. The results of this analysis demonstrated that the
establishment of “the hybrid learning community” is not contingent on the diversity of the members
belonging to it, but rather on the realization and recognition of the hybridity within each one of the

members.
