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Summary

In 2015 Waseda University Library acquired a copy of the 1490 edition
of the Scriptores historiae Augustae printed by Johannes Rubeus in Ven-
ice (ISTC 1s00342000) (Fig.1). The Waseda copy is the second part of the
book including some variant type-settings as same as the Budapest Uni-
versity copy noted in Sajo-Soltész 3052. It is bound ahead with additional
12 leaves of which the first page (1") consists of the title, Tmperatorum
Romanorum Vite’, and the contents including Cassius Dio’s four works
translated from Greek to Latin by Georgius Merula and the whole Scrip-
tores historiae Augustae (Fig.2). However, these leaves, in fact, contain
only the works of Cassius Dio as same as a copy of the Walters Art Gal-
lery (Walters 370). As a result of analyses of four woodcut initials (33 x
33 mm) (Fig.5-8), roman type (119R) and gothic type used in the leaves, it
is possible to say that these works of Cassius Dio translated by Merula
are the unknown first edition printed by Bernardinus de Vitalibus, Ven-
ice, in about 1503. The provenance of the Waseda copy is from the collec-
tion of George Augustus Henry Cavendish (1754-1834) (Fig.3) and then
the collection of Giannalisa Feltrinelli (1903-81) (Fig4).
